He came to our Wheeler Mission Center for Men -
simply for a hot meal and a safe place to sleep. But God
had so much more in store.

The next morning, after praying for guidance, Mark
joined our faith-based Foundations program. Over the
next few months, he embraced our Bible study, which

provided him with spiritual direction. “My life changed
so fast as I dove into the Scriptures,” he says. And
daily chores in our laundry and kitchen - helping other
residents with their needs - gave him structure and
opened his heart to serving others.

Today, he says, “I have all the tools for good works.
Not my works, but God’s.” And he plans to use those tools
working in a Mission similar to this one. “I went from
being a 45-year alcoholic to finding Christ,” he says, “and it
gave me purpose.”

This Christmas, because of your compassion and
God’s love, Mark’s story has a new beginning.

“Now I know what I’m doing for the rest of my life. My
mission is to serve.”
