Shelter for Men introduced a new entrance 
and security system that will improve safety for 
guests and staff.

Men’s Residential Center received some 
upgrades including the floor for a modern look 
and better cleaning. We replaced the original 
kitchen serving line with a water system 
upgrade. 

Center for Women & Children upgraded 
the exterior lighting for the safety and 
security of our guests. Thanks to the 
Indiana Fever the women at the CWC 
opened a new workout facility for its 
guests to participate in group and 
individual exercise programs. 

Center for Men - Bloomington continued 
upgrades and renovations this year by 
adding more staff offices. And now has the 
space to offer clinical resources to guests 
in need through partnerships with local 
healthcare providers

Hunt Training Center secured a new roof 
and needed renovations to the dorms.

Donation Center renovated the exterior for 
a fresh look.

Our team at Wheeler Mission already serves thousands each year, but so many more need our 
help. We’ve decided to do more and serve more. In 2023, Wheeler Mission celebrated 130 years 
of providing Christ-centered programs and services for individuals experiencing homelessness 
and those in need.
